Up to 18 hours can be applied toward the minors of Health and Well ness, Athletic
Coaching, Sports Management, Nutrition, or Athletic Training.

Up to 22 hours can be applied to the elective block required in Exercise Science.

Other regulations pertaining to graduation with a Bachelor of Science degree in Exercise
Science include:

40 minimum credit hours in upper-division (3000/4000) level courses including 8 in
major completed at SWOSU

30 minimum credit hours at SWOSU (at least 15 of last 30)

Additional substitutions may be made at the department level (HPER 2333 SPORTSNUTRITION
for SPRTM 4163 SPORTSNUTRITION; HPER2333 APPLIED ANATOMY for KINES3443
KINESIOLOGY & ANATOMY; ETC.) to satisfy the degree requirements if the 40 minimum credit
hours in upper-division (3000/4000) level courses is maintained. .
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
